11 1. CLASSIFICATION. This ordinance is of a permanent nature and is intended to be a part
12 of the Sitka General Code of the City and Borough of Sitka, Alaska.
13

14 2. SEVERABILITY. If any provision of this ordinance or any application thereof to any
15 person or circumstance is held invalid, the remainder of this ordinance and application thereof to
16 any person and circumstances shall not be affected thereby.
17

18 3. PURPOSE. The purpose of this ordinance is to establish a fund into which all proceeds
19 received from the State of Alaska for Marijuana licensing fees will be deposited and earmarked
20 for the sole purpose of assisting with the costs of student travel associated with school activities.
21

22 4. ENACTMENT. NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ENACTED by the Assembly of the City and
23 Borough of Sitka that the Sitka General Code Title 4 is amended by adding a new section 4.25
24 entitled, "Student Activities Dedicated Travel Fund" to read as follows (new language underlined;
